Learning Objectives:
· I can justify my opinions and elaborate by referring to the text.
· I can infer characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, justifying inferences with evidence.
· I can provide reasoned justifications for my views.
· I can retrieve, summarise and understand information from a text.

Lesson 1 – Read up to page 26 of Wonder, by R.J. Palacio. 
Why has August never gone to school? Do you think he should? Why are birthday parties a big deal for Auggie? Why does Auggie make his voice babyish when the subject of school comes up? Why does the author often mention details about the characters’ shoes? Is it important? Why/why not? (E.g. page 15).
Lesson 2 – Recap what we read yesterday. Discuss how adults have treated August so far. (3-mark question)
Which of the three students that August meets do you think will turn out to be a bully? Why? Use evidence to support your answer.
How did the other students react to August? Use evidence to support your answer.
Lesson 3 - Read pages 27-40 of Wonder, by R.J. Palacio. 
How would you describe the narrator of Wonder? Use evidence from the text to support your answer.
On the front cover of Wonder it says:’ You can’t blend in when you were born to stand out’.  What does this mean? Explain your answer fully.
On page 40, August makes detailed observations about Ms Petosa and Henry.  What do these observations tell us about August’s character? 
(3 mark question)
Lesson 4 – Read from page 41 to page 53 of Wonder, by R.J. Palacio.
Why are lunchtimes especially difficult for Auggie?  How do you know? 
What is a precept? What does Mr. Browne’s September precept mean?
Who else are Summer and August going to let sit at their table? Why?
Why do you think August says he is ‘going to like school. No matter what’?
Lesson 5 – Read from page 54 to page 67 of Wonder, by R.J. Palacio. 
Read Padawan. Do you think going to mainstream school has changed August? How? (3-mark question)

	Learning Objectives:

Lesson 1 – What have we learned about August Pullman so far? Does August mind that he’s “not an ordinary ten-year-old kid”? Explain your answer using evidence. Imagine that you are Jack Will and you have just met Auggie for the first time. Write your first impressions of him.
Lesson 2 (linked to our Eden North project) – Research an aspect of Morecambe and write an information text. Present in a concertina book with captions and illustrations.
Lesson 3 – Imagine you are Auggie. Write a diary entry describing your first day at Beecher Prep.
Lesson 4 – Write a postcard to Julian telling him that you know what he meant when he described Auggie as Darth Sidious. Could Julian’s behaviour towards Auggie be classed as bullying? How can you tell him that you don’t like the way he behaves towards Auggie? 
Lesson 5 – How has Auggie changed since starting school? Imagine you are his big sister, Via. What changes have you noticed? Write a letter to Auggie telling him what you have noticed.

Other ideas for reading, discussion or writing:
“You can’t blend in when you were born to stand out.” Are there occasions when it is important to blend in?
Should we all blend in?

Read the lyrics to ‘Space Oddity’ by David Bowie. Why is this song relevant to Wonder?
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
