Lesson 1
Learning Objective: I can retrieve and summarise information.
Now you have read the book complete the attached book review to summarise the key information. If you don’t have access to a printer, complete the information for the following sub headings.
What is the setting?
Who are the main characters?
What happens first? Next? Last?

Lesson 2
Learning Objective: I can retrieve and record information.
Answer the following questions about the book
1. Where does Emily think she saw the whale?
2. Why does Emily want some information on the whale?
3. When does Emily put salt into the pond each day?
4. Why do Greenpeace say the whale can’t be lost?
5. What do blue whales eat?
6. What does Emily want to call the whale?
7. Find and copy the word Greenpeace use to describe that whales travel great distances each day.
8. What do Greenpeace suggest Emily might like to do when she is older?

In the letters Greenpeace write to Emily they give her information and facts about whales and how to look after them.
Can you create a list of facts you have learnt about whales?

Lesson 3
Learning Objective: I can make inferences
Throughout the story the illustrations in the book show both Emily and the Whale. 
Using the attached pictures, can you think of some thought bubbles to accompany the illustrations for different parts of the story? What is Emily thinking? What might the whale be thinking?

	This week we are going to be basing our writing around the book ‘Dear Greenpeace’.
Lesson 1
Learning Objective: I can identify features of letters.
In the book Emily and Greenpeace write letters to each other. Look closely at their letters. 
How are letters structured? What features do letters have? 
Make a list of these and then check it against the attached criteria. Keep this as your success criteria for lesson 2. 

Lesson 2
Learning Objective: I can write a letter.
Look at your success criteria for letter writing from yesterday. Today you are going to practise writing a letter including all the features and following the structure.
Can you write a letter to a friend? Give them information about what you have been doing during lockdown and ask them questions so they can write back.

Lesson 3
Learning Objective: I can write a letter.
You are going to write another letter today so remember to include all the features and follow the structure. 
The whale is grateful to Emily for looking after him and wants to write a letter to say thank you for all the things she did to help and look after him. 
First, re-read the story and make a list of all the kind things Emily did to look after the whale. 
Now, use your list to write a letter from the whale. Remember to include conjunctions.

Lesson 4
Learning Objective: I can plan a story.
Imagine that Emily sees her whale again at a later date. Could you plan a story about an adventure that they might have together? 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Think about the following questions: How will the whale and Emily meet to begin the story? Where will they go? What will they do on their adventure? Who will they see on their adventure? Will there be any problems which occur on their adventure? How will they solve the problems? How will the story end?

Lesson 5
Learning Objective: I can write a story.
Use your plan and the answers to the questions to write a story about the adventure of Emily and her whale. Remember to ‘Say it, write it and read it’.
Try to include the following features in your writing.
· Conjunctions – and, so, but, because, when, if, or
· Expanded noun phrases for description
· Time connectives
· Punctuation – Capital letters to start each sentence and for names and places, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks.
· Try to include some interesting vocabulary!
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
