Lesson 2- representing tens and ones using ten sticks (base 10)

This will allow you and your child to use interactive base 10 equipment . Click on the ten sticks and the ones and  drag them onto the page for your child to count. 
Remind them that they have used these in school.

Make the number 56. 
It should look like this

Count quickly in tens and ones 10,20, 30, 40, 50, 51, 52, 53, 54, 55, 56,

Which bit shows the 50? Which part show the 6?

Now write the number 56.  What does the 5 in the number represent ? Is it 5 or 50? How do you know- ask your child to explain 

So a teaching point would be – that 5 tens is the same as 50.

Repeat using other numbers  30- 100.   Each time count the number in tens and ones, write the number and ask the children what number is ‘hiding’ under the tens. 

Do this until you feel your child is getting more confident.  (They have done this in school before using numbers to 50.)
