	Learning Objective – I can write a leaflet using factual sentences.

Try to include these features in your leaflet: 
· Factual sentences – Make sure what you are saying is true!
· Conjunctions – and, so, but, because, when, if
· Expanded noun phrases for description
· Heading and sub-headings
· Pictures or drawings with captions
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
