	This week Year 5 will be learning about air resistance, another type of force. Before we learn what air resistance is, we need to make sure we understand what friction is. Friction is a force between two surfaces that are sliding across each other. Air resistance is a type of friction between air and another material. For example, when an aeroplane flies through the air, air particles hit the aeroplane making it more difficult for it to move through the air.
Here are some examples of air resistance in everyday life.
· Wind. When the wind blows, it is sometimes difficult to walk through the air. This is because the air resists your force and pushes back against you.
· Parachute. When a skydiver jumps out of an aeroplane, they open a parachute. Air resistance causes them to parachute slowly to the ground.
· Bicycle. When you ride a fast bike, air resistance pushes you back.
