	LO: I can use bullet points to separate items in the list.
Bullet points are used to separate items in a list. They use small dots or symbols, to indicate separate items, or separate sentences or paragraphs.
Bullet points are ideal for making lists and writing down facts. They are quick and easy to read and break up text. Bullet points should have capital letters and full stops if they are a full sentence and should have a semi colon before the list starts.
For example:
· The capital of England is London.
· The largest city in France is Paris.
You could also write your bulleted list without punctuation if they are single words.
For Example:
· apples
· bananas 
· oranges

	LO: I can identify the active and passive voice.
A sentence is written in the active voice when the subject of the sentence is performing the action.

A sentence is written in the passive voice when the subject of the sentence has something done to it by someone or something.

E.g. 
Active – The cat was chasing the mouse. The cat is the subject and is chasing the mouse.
Passive – The mouse was being chased by the cat. In this sentence 'the mouse' has become the subject which is having something done to it by the cat.
