Information sheet- Year 3
Perimeter
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[image: ][image: ][image: ][image: ]This diagram shows you how to find the missing sides.
Once you have all of the sides of  the shape, then you can add up the perimeter.
P= 12 + 15+ 7+ 8+ 5+ 23
Perimeter = 70mm
Tip – always check that you are adding up the same amount of numbers as you have sides.
Here there are 7 sides so you need 7 numbers to add together.
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The distance around the edge of a shape
Add the lengths of all the sides for each shape
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
