Discussion: What new experiences is Willie exposed to on his walk with Tom? How does this life compare to life in London? Written responses: Find and copy a word on page 17 that means ‘nervously’. (1 mark) What does Mrs Fletcher’s shock tell us about Tom? (2 marks) 
[bookmark: _Hlk50662604]TUESDAY Pre teach: jaunty, torrent, clods. Read to end of page 28. Discussion: What is Tom’s view on hitting children? Written responses: What is the skin of Tom’s hand? (1 mark) Why does Tom put newspaper down? (2 marks)
[bookmark: _Hlk50663704][bookmark: _Hlk50663420]WEDNESDAY Pre teach: feverishly, frenzy, rapt, adoration. Read to end of chapter. Discussion: What more have we learned about Willie? Written responses: What do they eat for tea? (1 mark) Do you think Willie has ever had a bed before? Why? (2 marks) Why do you think Willie cries? (2 marks)
THURSDAY Pre teach: seared, eave, intensity, retch, sultry, voluminous, weals, protruding, ruddy, dejectedly (display words and meanings on board at start of the lesson today). Read to page 44 (‘…”On the house”…’). Discussion: Why is Willie embarrassed? Written response: Why was the doctor surprised about Willie’s age? (2 marks)
FRIDAY Pre teach: wireless, endowed, smarting, dumbfounded. Read to end of chapter 3. Discussion: What have we learned about the boy in the Post Office? Written response: Predict why the townspeople are so anxious (1 mark).
