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Discovery of the Century
Remarkable tomb of King Tut discovered at last
Wonderful treasures of the boy king found intact
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After many years of searching, the tomb of Egyptian Pharaoh Tutankhamun has finally been discovered by the archaeologist Howard Carter close to Luxor, in the Valley of the Kings. 

Yesterday, Sunday 26th November, after laying hidden underneath the desert sands for thousands of years,  the priceless treasures and rare finds of Tutankhamun’s tomb were finally uncovered by a team of Egyptologists and archeologists led by Howard Carter and Lord Carnarvon. 

The team has so far discovered, in a small antechamber, beautiful golden objects including chests full of precious gems, magnificent golden thrones and boxes full of the every-day objects a Pharaoh would need for the afterlife.

The story of how Howard Carter discovered the tomb began back in October when his men began digging around the tomb of Rameses VI. Then on 4th November, a waterboy hit a strange rock with his heel as he tried to make a place to set jars of water for the thirsty workers. The sand around the rock was cleared revealing that the rock was in fact a step. After further digging, a flight of steps was uncovered to reveal a sealed and plastered doorway.



 The seal contained the mark of Anubis, which represented a King. Upon making a small hole in the doorway, Carter realized that there was a large amount of rubble blocking his way through the door. Carter and his men worked tirelessly, removing rubble from the doorway, discovering a 9 metre long corridor which after finally cleared led to another sealed doorway. 

Howard Carter described the moment he made the first hole to break into the antechamber,
"With trembling hands I made a tiny breach in the upper left-hand corner. At first I could see nothing, but presently, as my eyes grew accustomed to the light, details of the room within emerged slowly from [image: http://www.primaryhomeworkhelp.co.uk/news/bedcol.jpg]the mist ....

)..... strange animals, statues and gold - everywhere the glint of gold. When Lord                              
Carnarvon, 
unable to stand the suspense any longer, inquired anxiously, 'Can you see anything?' I replied, 
"Yes, wonderful things."

[bookmark: _GoBack]Howard Carter and Lord Carnarvon will continue with further excavations to uncover what else lies undiscovered in the tomb of Tutankhamun. He will be aided by a team of researchers. Many of the artifacts will be moved to museums in Cairo to help Egyptologists to understand more about what this wonderful discovery of the boy king we know so little about.
