Jack and the Beanstalk

	
	
	This week we are going to focus on the thoughts and feelings of the characters in Jack and the Beanstalk.  We are also going to read alternative versions of the story and write our own story.
Lesson 1

L.O.  To make inferences

 - Think about the story. 

 - Identify what the characters might be thinking.  

 - Write a thought in a full sentence. 

 - Read your thought back to check for punctuation and spelling.

Re-read/listen to the story of Jack and the Beanstalk.  You can hear the story again on the video from last Tuesday.  As you listen, think about what the different characters might be thinking at different parts of the story.
Now have a look at the pictures and identify the part of the story they represent.  With the person you are working with, discuss what the characters might be thinking.

Activity: Look at the pictures and write what you think the characters are thinking.  Suggest why the characters might be thinking that.  Write your thoughts in sentences.
Lesson 2

L.O. To make inferences
- Identify how the characters might be feeling
- Use because to explain why.

- Write in a full sentence.

- Read your sentence back to check for spelling and punctuation.

Today, we are thinking about what the characters might be feeling at different parts of the story.  Look at the pictures and identify the part of the story they represent. Explain how the characters are feeling.  Use because to explain why they might be feeling that way.  Use evidence from the story to help you.

Activity: Look at the pictures and write sentences to explain how the characters are feeling.  Suggest why they might be feeling that way.
Lesson 3
L.O. To write a letter of apology
- Write a letter to a giant.  

- Write as Jack.  Use I.  

- Use conjunctions  but and because  to explain your reasons.

What is an apology?  An apology is to show regret for something you have done.  To say sorry.
Listen again to the story ‘Jack’s Beanstalk Stinks’.  Jack has stolen from the giant and is starting to feel sorry for what he has done.  He wants to apologise to the giant.  Make a list of all the things Jack has done wrong and needs to apologise for.  For example – stealing the money-bag, hen and magical harp.  Sneaking into the giant’s house, etc.   You are going to write the letter in 1st person, as if you are Jack.  

Remember to start,        Dear Giant …….   And finish with from Jack. 
Activity:  Write a letter of apology to the giant.
Lesson 4

L.O. To plan a story.

- Change the characters. 

-  Change the items the character takes.  

- Complete the plan.
There are lots of different versions of the story Jack and the Beanstalk.

Listen to two of the different versions of Jack and the Beanstalk on the videos.   Jack and the Jelly Beanstalk  and Jack and the Baked Beanstalk.

You will notice that although Jack appears in both stories, some of the characters and events are different to the traditional tale. 

You are going to plan your own version of Jack and the Beanstalk, changing some of the characters and the items that Jack steals. Who will your character meet at the top of the beanstalk?  There doesn’t have to be a giant at the top of the beanstalk, it could be an animal or monster. 

You can decide if your main character (Jack) is a boy or a girl and decide which three items Jack will steal  and who he will steal them from.

Activity :  Plan your own version of the story of Jack and the Beanstalk.
Lesson 5

L.O. To write a story
- Adjectives to describe your characters.
- Use expanded noun phrases.
- Use but and because to extend you sentences and give a reason.
- Include thoughts and feelings of the characters.
Using your ideas from yesterday’s plan, write your own version of Jack and the Beanstalk.  What title will you give your story?  Remember to use capital letters and full stops and re-read each sentence to check it makes sense.  Use the checklist above to help you.
