	  English  Year 1   week beginning Monday 25th January



This week we will be focusing on the writer ROBERT BURNS as part of a whole school theme.  
January 25th is Burns night- when Scottish people celebrate the life of Robert Burns, 
who was born over 260 years ago in Scotland.
He became famous for writing poems and songs- you may know ‘Auld Lang Syne’ which people all over the UK sing on New Year’s Eve.

So our English this week will focus on listening to and reading poems.  They may not be the poems that Robert Burns wrote, but just like Robert Burns tried to do when he wrote his poems, we want to encourage a love of poetry in our young children. 
The poems we have chosen this week are a good introduction to poetry and are easy to learn by heart.  

Please read the poem to your child. We don’t expect the children to read the poems but they may be able to read parts of 
it or recognise some words.

We want to encourage the children to learn the poems (or parts of the poems) by heart. You can start by reading the beginning of each sentence and pausing to let your child finish it using their memory skills and  through recognising rhyme.



The learning objectives for this week are:
To listen to and discuss a wide range of poems, at a level beyond that at which they can read independently.
Learning to appreciate rhymes and poems, and to recite some by heart.
Being encouraged to link what they read or hear read to their own experiences.
To explain clearly their understanding of what is read to them.
To explore  rhythm and rhyme in poems

          Monday 25th January
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(remember to watch the videos on the school website - Mrs Orr will help you with the actions)Explain that poems can be like ‘songs.’







Discuss
Look at the picture and find all the toys- who is Cattypus? Do you think this is a good name for his toy? Why?

What do you do when you go to bed? (eg brush teeth…. etc)
What do you say when you go to bed? (eg Goodnight, Godbless…etc)
Do you have any toys you take to bed with you? What are they like and what are they called?

What do you think it means ‘when toys lie seven-deep?’
Discuss how the poem is set out and how it looks on the page. It’s different to how we write a story or information writing. It has verses and there are four lines of writing in each verse. The lines don’t go right across the page.

Activity
Read the poem again several times- can you begin to remember the words at the end of each line?
Try to learn the poem by heart over the next two days?  Act out the poem and make up actions to remember the words.
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Discuss

Read the poem again- can you recognise some of the written words /phrases? eg can you find the word ‘need?’ ( Special Friends-‘ee’ )

Practice acting it out and learning it by heart. Spend quality time doing this and encouraging your child to use a sing-song voice. You could video this and watch yourself having fun learning it.

Find words that rhyme in the poem.  Eg. What word in the poem rhymed with sheep?

Why do Penguin, Sheep and the other toys have capital letters in the poem? (it’s their names)

Can you say how many verses there are in this poem (see yesterday’s discussion)



Activity
See attached sheet- read the poem from the attached sheet- stopping at the blank spaces.  What words are missing? How do you know? Find the missing words on the sheet- using phonics to read the words.  Either write them or stick them on the sheet. Read the poem back to check you are right.















       Wednesday 27th January

Before reading Discuss: 
 
Read the title – “Cake-O-Saurus” – what do you think the poem will be about?
Explain that the poem is about deciding what sort of dinosaur cake to make and then giving it a name that matches the ingredients used. 

What is your favourite cake? Can you describe it?
What sounds would you use to describe eating? eg. Munch/Crunch/Gulp.
Make a list of the words the children come up with on sticky notes to use later.
What do you think the poem might be about? Cake and dinosaurs.  
Do you know any dinosaurs?

Look at the picture of the dinosaur cake- can you work out what ingredients have been used to make the cake?
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Now read the poem below.
You might need to read it several times before answering the questions below.
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Discuss
What ingredients are used to make the cake? What other foods could be used to make the horns? eg chocolate fingers

What other names can you think of for dinosaur cakes? Think of some words to describe cake, e.g. gooey, creamy, scrummy. Add –saurus to the end to make new cake names, eg ‘Gooey-O-Saurus’ 
Explain the meanings of any words that the children might not understand, e.g. horns, cones, buttercream, thighs, extinct.  
What words/phrases are repeated throughout the poem?  I want to bake…etc
Activity
Begin to learn the poem by heart using actions and facial expressions. Have lots of fun- 
we want your child to enjoy hearing and reading poems both in and out of school.  
        Thursday 28th January

Read the poem again from yesterday (see above).

Practice it again (remember to watch the videos on the school website - Mrs Orr will help you with the actions)

Discuss:

How many verses are there?

What word in the poem rhymes with…… ‘eyes’ and what word rhymes with ‘bake?’

Use the words from yesterday (‘sounds we make when eating’)  to make up your own dinosaur names.  Use different foods too. 

Activity
Make up your own Cake-O-Saurus poem using the structure of the poem we have been learning.  Change the foods you would use and the names of the dinosaurs.
Use the attached sheet to help you. Where there are blank spaces, substitute an alternative word.    One you have done it on the sheet, you could copy it out for handwriting practice and even illustrate it.

For example
 “Give it horns 
Of chocolate fingers
And call it Choc-O-Saurus.”

Make it as fun as possible.

















Friday 29th January
Today we are focusing on rhyming words using the counting rhyme (song)
“One, two buckle my Shoe”

Discuss
What words rhymes with two?   Four?  Six?  Eight?  Ten?
Can you think of using different words for ‘buckle?’ eg fasten   Now say the rhyme again using the word you have just chosen.

Repeat using different words for ‘shut’ eg slam, open etc

Repeat using different words for ‘big, fat’  eg little soft etc

Use the cards on the sheet below to match the pictures/words that rhyme.  If you are able, cut the cards out.   Let your child name the pictures before playing. You can also use them to play matching  rhyming pairs
